Our Father:

1 At that time the disciples came to Jesus, saying, 

"Who is the greatest in the kingdom of heaven?" 
2And calling to him a child, he put him in the 

midst of them 3and said, "Truly, I say to you, 

unless you turn and become like children, you

will never enter the kingdom of heaven. 4 

Whoever humbles himself like this child is the

greatest in the kingdom of heaven.

Our Father:

6 And because you are sons, God has sent the 

Spirit of his Son into our hearts, crying, “Abba! 

Father!”
Galatians 4:6

14 For all who are led by the Spirit of God are 

sons of God. 15 For you did not receive the spirit 

of slavery to fall back into fear, but you have 

received the Spirit of adoption as sons, by whom 

we cry, “Abba!

Our Father offers security:

God’s gracious will:

1As he passed by, he saw a man blind from 

birth.

Our Father’s gracious will:
